Planner, pencil case with blue/black pen, green pen, pencil, ruler,
eraser, scissors (purchased from school), glue stick, highlighter
pens, coloured pencils, headphones, protractor, pair of compasses
and a reading book.




Questions

How will | find my way around?

The teachers will tell us
where to go and if we can't find a room, we can ask staff or
students and they will help us.

What happens if | forget my lunch card?

Thursday 3:30-4:30. Teaching Assistants are available to help
me. | can also see my subject teacher for help but must do this
before the homework is due.
