The start time for examinations is 9.15 am for the morning session and 1.45 pm for the afternoon
session. There are several afternoon examinations which will run over the normal 3.30 pm finish.
Students should be aware that the school policy states that ALL students must stay until the end
of the examination so alternative travel arrangements may need to be made, please check your
examination times carefully.
